GROUP PROJECT
The task is simple: 

· Your group will tell a story, via podcast, that answers the question: When has the media done their job right? 
The podcast you create will be 3-5 minutes in length, and should be stylized, with different voices and sounds to keep the audience engaged. The task will be to APPRECIATE the necessary role of media in civic democracy by creating a case study of an issue, topic, or example of when the media has done a great job in providing information/coverage for the audience.
You are free to choose the topic, and tell the story in any way you’d like.

PRESENTING FORMAT

Each group will present their projects on the week of 4/26 – 4/28. Each presentation will be 15 minutes in length, and will be followed by a question & answer discussion session with the class.

Your group will need to introduce your topic, provide some background and context for your podcast, incorporate readings and course theories into your presentation, then play your podcast, and lead a discussion around the issue. 

As always, you will be rewarded for creativity, innovation, depth, and engagement in your presentation.

WHAT YOU NEED TO PASS IN

At the end of all presentations, you will need to hand in two things:

1. Your Podcast – uploaded to dropbox.com.  User: medialitpods@gmail.com  Password:  medialitpods
2. Your Presentation and Materials - You will need to email AND pass in printed copies of your presentation materials
3. A 1-2 explanation of the project (one per group!) – How did you decide your idea? Why? Who did what? Challenges you faced? Why you think this is important? 
GRADE

You will receive two grades for this project: 

1. A group grade, which will be based on the clarity/cohesion of the project at large.

2. A individual grade which is based on your contributions and performance in the project

You will be assessed on the following criteria:

· Clarity of Presentation

· Coherence in presenting as a group

· Completeness of the topic content

· Nuanced Argument of the presentation

· Organization of the presentation

· Cohesion of the material

· Relevance to Media Literacy and Awareness

· Accompanying Paper

REMEMBER

· All members of the group don’t have to speak, but all should be represented in the project

· PLEASE rehearse and watch your time, you will be cut off and penalized for presentations that run over the allotted time. This is how real life works.
